JULY MISSION OF THE MONTH

Emmaus Oxford 7 our last 12 months

Like a lot of small charities, we have had to adjust
how we work very quickly to deal with the
challenges which the last year has thrown at us.

With our social enterprise store closed during local
and national lockdowns, we focussed on keeping
our accommodation and support safe and
consistent for our companions. This was not always
easy, but we are proud to have kept those core
services running. We have never closed our doors
to companions.

With a rapid drop in our income and increased
demand for support from many of our companions
we launched an emergency appeal in 2020. We
were amazed by our supporters' generosity and by
the extra donations we received. They have made
all the difference to our companions. We are now in
a strong position to plan for the future. We want to
increase the number of people who get into
employment and move into their own home. We are
going to offer more training and education
programmes and we are hoping to expand our
accommodation.

We are making all of our plans with COVID-19 in
mind. We are doing more to help companions to
learn IT skills and to help them to access learning
online. We have built a new Progression Hub in our
community building to make this easier.

In January 2021 we also launched our
Resettlement Support Fund. This gives former
rough sleepers who have been temporarily staying
in hotels the chance to get furniture and household
goods free when they are offered more permanent
accommodation.

On 9™ August it will 100 years since Mary Sumner,
the founder of 0
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Mary was married to George, Rector of the Parish
of Old Alresford in Winchester Diocese. She was
passionate about helping the local women support
one another in raising their children. She was
watching her eldest daughter bringing up her first
child and remembered her own feelings of
inadequacy at that time and so organised a meeting
at the vicarage. When the women came she was
too scared to speak to them and asked George to
take her place who told them to come back next
week! She did pluck up courage then and spoke
from her heart and carried on giving talks to the
local women. She was inspired by her faith and
spoke in practical and down to earth ways.

She believed that women from every class needed
to understand that motherhood was a profession
and be equipped to perform it. Motherhood involved
more than providing for the physical needs of
children. The primary responsibility of mothers was
to raise their children in the love of God. Mothers
could only do this, she believed, if their lives were
firmly rooted in prayer. After the groups of women
were established she began to speak to the men of
the parish and helped them become more aware of
the role their wives played and show them more
respect and love.

Perhaps little more would have been heard of this
organisation but for Bishop Ernest Wilberforce of
Newcastle. In 1885, feeling suddenly that he had
little of relevance to say to a women's meeting
made up of 1000 poor and anxious women at the
Portsmouth Church Congress, he called on Mary to
speak. Despite her initial resistance, as at that time
respectable women did not address public
meetings, she agreed. Painting a picture of the low
moral standards in the country, she asked what

Mot her so6

could be done to improve the national character.
Her answer was that the power for change lay in the
hands of mothers. If women united in prayer and
committed themselves to a Christian life, the nation
could be transformed.

U MHe méeting respahded positively and on this wave

of public enthusiasm the Bishop of Winchester
decided to make Mothers' Union a diocesan
organisation. Other Bishops followed his example
in their dioceses i both here in the UK and
overseas. Mary Sumner helped set up some of the
branches in this diocese (and not just in the
parishes that used to be part of Winchester!).

Mary was a living example of what she preached.
From 1900 onwards, she and the members started
to advocate on issues of key importance to families
and children T she campaigned to stop children
collecting alcohol from public houses for their
families, and for the age of marriage for girls to be
raised from 12 to 16
1929). She was not afraid to speak up on difficult
issues, despite resistance from members of the
establishment.

She was also not afraid to act outside the social
norms, to do what she believed to be right. At atime
when unmarried girls with children were
condemned and cast out, she cared for and
protected her niece and her illegitimate son.

When she died, she was buried in the grounds of
Winchester Cathedral. She could not have
imagined how the meeting in her home would grow
into a movement which is 4 million strong today, of
members in 83 countries putting their faith into
action to nurture healthy relationships in families
and communities and to fight for social justice.

May she rest in peace and rise in glory.

The Friends of Della & Don

Shared hope for a better future

The Friends of Della and Don is a UK Registered
Charity Number 1129751

This is the 10" year that Friends of Della and Don
has the honour of being Mission of the Month of
August at St Andrewbs
time to read about us, Don and | live in St Clements
and formed the charity after a trip to Sri Lanka in
December 2004. | was prevented from drowning in
the devastating Asian Tsunami by a fisherman
named Colin. On our return to Oxford, we wanted
to help the people in his fishing village and buy a
boat. It did not stop there and now over 16 years
later we are still visiting and supporting the village
where everyone is a member of our extended
family. We should like to share with you how we
spend our donor sb
When we left in February last year, we could not
have imagined that we would not be able to return
in the autumn or in February of this year.

On March 23" 2020, Sri Lanka imposed a
nationwide curfew. Although this has been relaxed
several times it has not really been eased. The
impact on both the economy, employment and
education has been severe. The hotel we normally
stay in is now a hospital and many of the staff have
been laid off.

Our schoolroom teachers are part-time and for
each discipline only teach once a week. We have
continued to pay them throughout the pandemic,
and it is in most cases, their only income. They all
have families, and we see them as members of the
FODAD team. When the schools did briefly reopen,
we made sure that we followed government
guidelines, supplying hand gel and masks for
everyone.

Smith, whose mother had been supported by Tess
Boswood, a me mber of
congregation, had started Teacher Training College
in February 2020. We were so proud. But then the
college was closed. He was the only student
without a laptop or an internet connection. FODAD
bought him a computer and supplied internet. He
sends us regular updates on his progress.

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On December 26"2020, we joined the children
virtually as we commemorated the deaths of those
who died in the 2004 Tsunami and at New Year, we
arranged for the children from our village to have a
party on the beach.

Sadly, things have become much worse in Sri
Lanka. For a year they managed with curfews and
travel restrictions to stave off Covid. Then very
recently a further disaster struck. At the end of May
acargo ship carrying

The X-Press Pearl had been carrying 25 tonnes of
nitric acid, along with other chemicals and
cosmetics, when it caught fire. Apart from the
chemical pollution and resulting death to marine
life, the beaches are covered with millions of plastic
pellets.

An 80km (50 mile) stretch of water is so severely
affected that the 5600 fishing boats which normally
fish in that area have been grounded by the
government.

Our village was already reeling from the effects of
Covid. The Sri Lankans had managed to contain
the virus quite well for over a year, but the Delta
variant is now rampant. There has been a complete
lockdown in place for over 4 weeks.

We had been feeding the schoolchildren at school
but with schools closed and the fishermen unable
to fish, the families in our village were going hungry.
In an emergency meeting, our Trustees decided to
act quickly. We contacted Udaya (the fisherman
who is FODADGO6s | ocal
asked for his advice.

Udaya, his family and fellow fishermen shopped,
then weighed and measured supplies for all the
families in the village. We were able to organise
food for approximately 750 people for 3 weeks.
Each bag contained the following supplies, which
cost FODAD £14.50 and had rations for 3 weeks.
At the time of writing, we have now provided these
rations twice.

Rice, sugar, lentils, flour, onions, potatoes, milk-
powder, tea leaves, curry powder, chilli powder,
chilli pieces, pepper, soya, canned fish, coconut,
soap, toothpaste, and toothbrushes.
